
 NIRVANA 2022 Event Report 

 Day 1 – 25  th  February 2022 

 The  day  1  of  Nirvana’22  commenced  with  the  finale  of  the  Solo  Dance 
 Competition,  named,  ‘Breakfree’.  It  was  judged  by  Mr.  Tanmoy  Das  and  Mr. 
 Rohit  Singh  Rajput.  Mr.  Tanmoy  Das  is  an  esteemed  alum  of  IIM  Shillong 
 along  with  being  a  founding  member  of  NIRVANA  itself  while  Mr.  Rohit  Singh 
 Rajput  is  the  director  of  EDI  Dance  &  Fitness  Studio  and  is  the  choreographer 
 of  ICONICS  CREW  –  who  were  finalists  of  Northeast  Got  Talent  Season  1.
