· What novel insights were generated?
4. Originality/Value (75-100 words)
This section should explain the contribution of the study to existing knowledge and practice. Authors should clearly articulate how the work advances theory, informs practice, supports policy development, contributes to innovation, or opens new avenues for future research. The originality and significance of the study should be highlighted explicitly.
Suggested guiding questions:
· What is new, unique, or innovative about the study?
· How does it advance existing theory or knowledge?
· What practical implications does it offer?
· How can stakeholders benefit from the findings?
· What future research opportunities emerge from the study?
